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HYPOCRITES

Jerry Waters (“Progressive Change”) and Dennis Joyce (“Deceitful Members”) are the biggest hypocrites on the planet.

· They are allegedly running against each other but you won’t hear them utter a bad word about each other. Obviously a deal has been cut. You know, if either of them wins, the top of the other ticket will be given Union jobs.

· Even with the Union in great financial shape he claims Farrell intends to raid the Defense Fund – YET WHILE WATERS WAS IN OFFICE HE RAIDED THE DEFENSE FUND ON TWO SEPARATE OCCASIONS TO THE TUNE OF $300,000.
· Waters signed off on an agreement allowing Con Edison to remotely read meters in Westchester County costing our Union literally hundreds of jobs.

· During the Hellen-Waters Administration there was a huge increase in contracting out our work – now he’s yelling for Farrell to stop it!
· The VRU medical call- in happened on Waters’ watch – typically, he blames his predecessor.

· Waters complains about Flaherty’s salary at the Local -- $110,000 a year. Yet Flaherty  replaced an outside contractor that was paid $700,000 over two years and a full-time officer to do the PSC work who was paid $100,000-plus, a saving of almost $500,000 a year compared to what the Local spent before retaining his services.

· Waters’ incompetence was an unmitigated disaster – LET HIM BACK IN THE UNION AT YOUR OWN PERIL.

· Jerry, no more scapegoating. Instead of listing your accomplishments – that’s one short list – you play the blame game, dumping on others for your failures. You’re not fooling anybody.
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
