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WHEREAS it is the duty and the goal of Local 1-2, UWUA to be a
democratic Union whose leaders are elected by the membership, and

WHEREAS it is important that the highest offices in this Local be
filled by election by the members and not in any other manner, and

WHEREAS it is important that when the office of President of
Local 1-2 becomes vacant or is occupied by any means other than
election to that position, it should be filled as soon as possible by a
President democratically elected by the membership to serve in that
position, rather than by someone who ran for another position, and

WHEREAS for the purposes of harmony in the administration of
the Local, when the President is elected the Vice President should be
elected at the same time,

NOW, THEREFORE, THE BY-LAWS OF LOCAL 1-2 SHALL
BE AMENDED AS FOLLOWS:

Article VIIL, Section 8 of the By-Laws of Local 1-2, UWUA, AFL-
CIO shall be repealed in its entirety and replaced by the following
amendment:

Section 8. A vacancy in office shall occur upon resignation, death
or removal of any officer, member of the Executive Board, or Financial
Observer, or the acceptance by any such person of a full-time position
with the National Union. When a vacancy occurs, the President shall fill
it after consultation with the elected officers, and report same at the
next regularly scheduled membership meeting at which time the
membership shall ratify the appointment or proceed to elect a successor
at that meeting. The Executive Board shall promptly decide any
reasonable question as to whether a vacancy exists in a particular
instance, subject to review by the membership. Notwithstanding any
other provision of these By-Laws, where the office of President becomes
vacant, the office of Vice President shall be considered to become vacant
